11．Rapid depressurization
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1. Please give a brief introduction of yourself. 
I’m from China Cargo airlines. I was born in 19XX. I am a copilot of XXX, Now I’m flying MD11/B747.
2.How did you become a pilot? 

When I finished my high school, some people from CAFUC/China Eastern went to my school to recruit new pilots.

I passed the medical check(physical examination) and other tests.

I was enrolled in CAFUC in 1986. Or I entered CAFUC in 1986.
When I finished high school study,I had a chance to join the air force. After 20 years services in Air force I retired and move to Shanghai and joined China Cargo Airlines in 1998.
3.Do you think you are lucky to be a pilot? Why? 

I like my job very much/ Working as a pilot was my dream since I was a child是儿时的梦想. It will bring me some special experiences. 

1.Pilot’s salary 薪水is good, especially when you become a captain. 

2.As a pilot, I can travel to many different places all around the world.作为飞行员可以去很多地方 I can feel different cultures感受不同的文化 and taste different delicious foods. 品尝美食

3.As a pilot, I can learn many new ideas and technologies. The job keeps me updated.学习新的理念和技术，使我与时俱进。

4.Who has impressed you most in your flight training. 

My flight instructor was a great guy, very nice, very understanding通情达理. He was about 40 and was an experienced instructor. He knew a great deal about flying and taught me a lot of skills in flying. It really helps me a lot in my flying career飞行生涯. I will never forget him.

5.What’s your understanding of CRM? Give an example. 

(Yes,) I think CRM is very important for us during the flying process. CRM is very important for flight safety. It stands for crew resource management. It includes several main points, such as teamwork, task sharing, cooperation, communication and situation awareness. A better CRM will regulate our operations and decrease /reduce human errors and our workload. Good cooperation and coordination between flight crewmembers are extremely important for flight safety. Good CRM / teamwork can also improve our situation awareness. 

Yes, we have an example of bad CRM leading to accident. The accident was happened in June, in Urumchi airport, XinJiang province( XinJiang autonomous region).When they approached on final, they found the airplane was overshoot, and the first officer didn’t give any alert to go around when the captain continued to land. So the aircraft got overweight landing 重着落and had tail strike机尾擦地. The aircraft structure was slightly damaged. This is a serious accident of  bad CRM.

7.What are the most important factors in handling takeoff?

During takeoff rolling, we must maintain directional control of the aircraft. after the aircraft becomes airborne, we should try to maintain pitch-up attitude上仰姿态 and correct rate of climb爬升率. Standard call out 标准喊话is also important during takeoff. We should also monitor the engine data closely and follow the ATC’s instructions.

8.If engine fails during takeoff, how should you do? 

The most important thing is to keep calm. Firstly, we should control the aircraft attitude immediately. Secondly, carry out the single engine checklist after the safety altitude. Thridly, report the situation to ATC and request to return to land as soon as possible.

9.Why is low level wind-shear hazardous to flying?

Because the low-level wind shear may cause the wind speed and direction to change rapidly and greatly / dramatically. So the aircraft may stall and change heading greatly. It would be very difficult for us to control the aircraft.
10.Did you have any experiences of flying under adverse weather conditions? 

待编Yes, sometimes we encounter thunderstorm in summer because we are based in Shanghai. It’s normal for us to encounter thunderstorm in Shanghai in summer. If the weather is really bad, we will delay our departure or divert to our alternate airport to land.

11.Tell me the procedures to deal with the wind-shear. 

If we encounter wind shear, we must maintain attitude and maximum engine power. We should try to keep the aircraft under control. Don’t change configuration. And we should also report to ATC. After we leave the wind shear, we should inform ATC of the situation.

12.Please look at the picture in front of you. Please describe what you notice in the picture? 

In the picture, I can see a Korean airline’s aircraft parking on the apron/ramp.图中看到一架大韩航空的飞机停在机坪上 It’s a B747 cargo plane/freighter, because there is no passenger window on the fuselage. 这是一架747货机，因为机身上没有乘客窗There is a big hole above the wing root on the fuselage. 在翼根上方的机身上有个大洞Some people are standing under the aircraft. 一些人站在飞机下方I think they are investigating this accident.我认为他们站在调查这起事故
[reason]I think maybe this hole was caused by FOD strike. 我认为这个大洞可能是外来物撞击造成的Or it was caused by bomb explosion, on board oxygen cylinder explosion.也可能是由于炸弹爆炸或机载氧气瓶爆炸Because it is a cargo plane, when carrying some dangerous goods/cargo on board, the dangerous cargo explosion can also damage the aircraft. 由于这是架货机，在运输危险品时，危险品爆炸也会导致对飞机的损坏。
13.What happens according to the picture? 

There is a big hole above the wing root on the fuselage. 在翼根上方的机身上有个大洞

16.If you were the captain of the aircraft, what would you do in the circumstance?

 If the emergency evacuation is needed, how would you execute?

 If I have to carry out the emergency evacuation, before landing, firstly, I will inform ATC that we are going to execute emergency evacuation. We will request emergency services after landing, such as fire truck, ambulance, and so on. Secondly, I / the captain will brief the cabin crew about our decision. The cabin crew should follow their procedures to prepare the passengers for emergency evacuation after landing. Thirdly, if time permits, I will make a passenger announcement to comfort the passengers. After landing, the first thing is to try my best to stop the aircraft safely on the runway. Then I / the captain will order the purser to evacuate the passengers immediately. I’ll ask my first officer to go to the cabin to help the flight attendants with the emergency evacuation. At last as a captain, I should ensure I am the last one to leave the aircraft.

17.If all your passengers were scared at that moment,how would you help the flight attendant to execute the evacuation smoothly?

 Before landing, I’ll make a passenger announcement to comfort the passengers. I’ll say, “Ladies and gentlemen, this is captain speaking. We encountered some abnormal situation. Don’t worry. We are all experienced pilots. We can ensure your safety. After landing, please follow the instructions of flight attendants to evacuate from the aircraft as soon as possible.” After landing , I’ll ask my first officer to go to the cabin to help the flight attendants with the emergency evacuation.

18.What emergency assistance do you need in this case? 

We’ll request priority landing. We’ll request ambulance if there are passenger or crew injuries.

We’ll also request other emergency services such as fire truck, tug, and so on.

19.What assistance can ATC provide to crew in this case? 

In case of emergency situations, 1) ATC will follow our intention and issue instructions for us to divert or to return to land as soon as possible.   2)ATC can provide radar vector and arrange priority landing. ATC will also inform the other aircraft in the vicinity / area of the emergency situation.  3) ATC can relay the emergency message to the company dispatcher. (In case of significant / critical situation, the company may send expert engineer to the Tower to help the pilots deal with / tackle the situation / problem.)   4)ATC can also arrange emergency services to be (in attendance) with the aircraft after landing, including ambulances, fire truck / services, first-aid, tug, foam carpet(in case of belly / forced landing) etc. (If the pilot declares distress / calls MYADAY, the controller should also impose silence on the other aircraft in the area by saying “all situations stop transmitting (due) MAYDAY.”)

20.What lessons can you learn from this accident?
Before take off, check carefully if there were dangerous goods on board and if they were loaded/tied safely. Make preparation for emergency situation before every flight.

21.What do you think today’s test? 

I think the test is a little bit difficult for me. I think section four is the most difficult part.

22.How do you plan to improve your spoken English?
To improve my spoken English ,I think I should keep learning English such as watching English TV program, reading English newspaper and talking to foreign friends.
