  What happened?
From the picture I can see,

It’s a Concorde AC,which belongs to the AIR FRANCE.
According to its configuration/attitude, the AC is just taking off from the runway./AC is just airborne. There is a lot of flames and dense smoke shooting from the rear belly of the AC/the left wing. The weather seems good, and the visibility is good too. This accident happens in day time. This AC belongs to the AIR FRANCE.
  Why does it happen?
It is reported…/As far as I know,…/ I know this accident from TV ,newspaper.

It is reported the aircraft crashed several minutes after taking off. All the people on board died./ Nobody on board survived from the accident. This accident caused four people’s deaths on the ground.

The real reason for the accident is still unknown.

In my opinion, because of the engine fire, the AC was out of control. Finally the AC dived into the gound.
If you are the pilot of the airplane, how will you do?
First, I will try my best to control the AC.

Second, at the same time, I will try to extinguish the fire and contact to the ATC.

Third, I will land as soon as possible.

Picture description:
  This picture was taken in the vicinity of the airport. In the picture, we can see a Concorde. This is a classic supersonic airplane. I like this airplane very much. But I have no chance to fly them. According to the configuration of the airplane’s nose（the attitude of the a/c）, I am sure that the airplane is taking off from the runway. The weather is good, and the visibility is good too. But unluckily, there are some troubles at the airplane. 

  Looking at the tail of the Concorde, there is heavy flame shooting from the rear belly of the airplane, and there is a lot of dense smoke mixing with the fire. The fuel tank of the airplane must have a serious leakage. The leaky fuel is burning because the airflow shooting (backward)from the engine is very hot. I have known this accident from a magazine. The airplane crashed shortly after takeoff. I know that, in this accident, nobody on board survived. 
  The main cause of this accident is some debris on the surface of runway shooting on the rear fuel tank of the airplane during taking off, and it lead to a serious fuel leak. 
  If I am the pilot of the airplane, I will be vigilant in takeoff. During rolling, I will be careful for debris on runway. If I find some matter on runway before V1, I will reject the takeoff immediately. If I find the fuel leak after V1, I will control the airplane at first, and then notify the ATC for immediate return. If I can not handle the attitude of the airplane, I will choose a suitable emergency landing field for forced landing.（further more, for the airport authority, its their main duty to ensure a cleared r/w, simply because of the constant threats exerted by the forein object on r/w）

20. What could be the reason of the accident?

There is a metal rod staying on the runway, caused the left main gear burst, and this caused fuel in the left main tank ignited and catch the fire.

(其他原因一： it was a design fault that caused the crash. Concorde has a mechnical problem with the landing gear retraction system. Maybe part of the landing gear pierced the tyre and the resulting explosion ignited the fuel tank.

其他原因二：Parts of the failed engine entered the fuel tank and started the initial fire.)
21. If you were the captain on board, what would you do under such circumstances?

If I was the captain, first I will control the aircraft to continue the takeoff. After I reach 400 feet, I will declare emergency to the ATC and carry out the emergency (Engine fire) checklist . Then I will make a short circuit and return back for emergency landing.
I If I were the captain, before takeoff, I will pay attention to the runway condition. If I find something abnormal, I will abort takeoff /delay my departure and request ATC to send people to clean it. 

22. f emergency evacuation is needed, how would you execute it?

   Firstly, we must report to the ATC we are going to make emergency evacuation after landing and ask them to provide emergency services on arrival. Secondly, we must inform cabin crew to prepare for it.  After landing we will carry out the emergency evacuation procedure and ask the passengers to evacuate from the forward cabin doors.
23. If passengers were all scared at that moment, how would you help the flight attendant to execute emergency evacuation smoothly?

    I will speak to the passengers through the passengers broadcasting system, ask them to calm down, tell them we can control this situation and ask them to follow the cabin crew’s instruction.

Secondly, I / the captain will inform the crew about our decision. Thirdly, if time permits, I will make a passenger announcement to comfort the passengers. Ask them to follow instructions. Finally, carry out emergency evacuation checklist.

Before landing, I’ll make a passenger announcement to comfort the passengers. And ask them to follow the instruction of flight attendants. After landing, I’ll ask my first officer to go to the cabin to help the flight attendants with the emergency evacuation.
